If your child arrives
without their yellow hat, your child will be given a new
hat and your account will be charged a $7 yellow hat
fee. New hats can be ordered by completing the form
below

* Morning tea and lunch on excursion days that is
healthy & nutritious

* Their own bag

ENOSHCP provides:

* Breakfast (until 8am) and late snack

* Morning Tea and Afternoon Tea on non-excursion
days unless otherwise stated on program.

* Sunscreen and water

PARENTS PLEASE ASSIST US BY:

* Signing in and our every day (this is a legal
requirement)

* Notifying ENOSHCP if your child will not be attending
on a booked day. Non natification fees of $15/child
will apply for failure to notify of absence

* Collecting your child prior to closing time each day.
Late pick up fees of $10 for the first 5 mins and $20
per 5 mins thereafter will apply for collections after
6:30pm.

» Dressing children in play appropriate sun safe
clothing ie Sensible secure shoes - no thongs and
shirts covering the shoulders

+ Labeling all items of clothing with names. Any lost
property left at the centre after vacation care will be
donated to charity

+ Keeping unwell children at home and advising staff of
infectious diseases

EXCURSIONS

All excursions are compulsory if your child is booked in
on that day. Your child must be here by 8.30am (unless
otherwise stated on the program). We are unable to wait
for anyone who is not here on time. Children are not to
bring money on excursions.

NUT FREE CENTRE

ENOSHCP is a nut-free Centre. We would appreciate
you not sending your child with any products containing
nuts, this includes Nutella spread.

ANAPHYLAXIS, ALLERGIES, MEDICATIONS

If you child is anaphylactic or has an allergy which
requires your child to carry medication, a full kit of

your child’s medication must be provided to the

Centre on or before your child’s first day of vacation
care. This kit will need to remain at the Centre until your
child’s last day of care. Medication can only be

administered by staff with written permission from the
parent and that has been prescribed by a doctor. Over
the counter medication will only be administered if
medication is presented in its original container and
accompanied by a letter from the doctor stating the
child’s name, the dosage and time required.

BOOKINGS & PAYMENT

To be eligible for the early bird pricing, parents must
make their bookings online by midnight Friday 13"
December.

Please ensure your child is booked into the correct
activity when making your bookings (either K-3 or
SMASH 4/5/6).

Children going into Year 4 in 2020 will be in SMASH
from January 2020.

REFUNDS

There are no refunds, credits or transfers after the
closing date unless a medical certificate is supplied in
your child’s name for the day/s missed. You must
provide the certificate to the Centre no later than the
Friday of the week of absence otherwise no refund can
be given. 24 hour notice is required for absent days that
occur on an excursion day otherwise you will still be
charged for the day.
