These hats help us to account for all children and ensure their safety
whilst on the excursion- as such, they are a necessity. We appreciate your assistance with
this.

If children have a scheduled extracurricular activity that coincides with an in Centre SMASH
activity, educators will ensure children still attend their extracurricular activity. If the extracurricular
activity coincides with an excursion, the child will remain at the Centre unless written permission is
provided to the Centre from the parent advising that their child can miss their extracurricular
activity for that day.
